I am writing to respectfully ask you to attend the Allison Inquiry in Ottawa from September 8–11 , 2026.

This request comes from a place of compassion, for both my father, and for other Canadians who have suffered and who seek to have their experiences heard .

Before receiving the COVID-19 vaccine, my father was an extraordinarily active and healthy man. Together we would walk 5 km from our cottage to the end of the road and back, climbing up two steep hills. He often had to slow down to wait for me. He mowed the lawn every week and did the gardening and other chores without issue. 

After his first dose, he started experiencing extreme pain in his chest, and after his second he could no longer walk up that hill on our cottage lane. He was later diagnosed with Pericarditis (inflammation of the pericardium). When we asked his heart doctor if the vaccine could have caused this, the doctor did not answer. He silently turned around, and walked out the door. Whether or not there were clear answers at the time, the silence left my family feeling alone and without guidance. 

Watching my big, strong father lose his independence in such a short period of time was heartbreaking for me. 

I realize that millions of Canadians, including Members of Parliament, chose to be vaccinated based on the best information available at the time. This letter is not about assigning blame or passing judgment. It is simply about believing that those whose lives have been profoundly altered, deserve the opportunity to tell their stories, and to know that someone in public office cares enough to listen. 

As a member of Parliament, one of your most important responsibilities is to listen to the people you represent, especially when their experiences are difficult or uncomfortable. Attending the Allison Inquiry is an opportunity to demonstrate that every Canadian deserves to be listened to with compassion and respect. 

For families like mine, being heard matters. I respectfully ask that you give these Canadians the opportunity to share their experiences . 

May I ask if you would consider attending the Allison Inquiry? Your presence would mean a great deal for families like mine.
